Acceptance of the Minutes 
Michael Pocrnich made a motion to approve the minutes of the December 16, 2025 meeting and John Sabala seconded the motion. The motion passed by unanimous consent.
Reports from CCS Staff
Bob Barth reviewed the upgrade process for the Polaris 8.0 upgrade scheduled for March 24.
Molly Mansfield described the new direct to printer feature.  She indicated that she’d send out the details to the IT listserv and they are looking for libraries to do some testing of the feature.  This system will require the local installation of a certificate and there was some discussion of the certificate life and concerns about its expiration.
Molly Sum provided an update on the OrangeBoy Savannah product implementation.  
On the behalf of Molly Wilson from Wauconda Area Library, Molly Sum also asked for sticky receipt printer recommendations.  Several recommendations were provided.
Molly Sum also asked why libraries who haven’t implemented the use of password managers why they haven’t done it.  Several libraries indicated that they are either in the process of implementing a password manager for staff or have existing limited implementations.
Old Business 
There was no old business.
New Business
Isaac Salgado presented a question from Molly Wilson at Wauconda asking whether libraries are doing penetration testing to comply with cyber insurance policies.  The general recommendation from the group was that it would be prohibitively expensive for most libraries to do penetration testing.  The LIRA consortium apparently is not requiring penetration testing for their cyber insurance policies.
Elizabeth from Huntley asked if libraries were planning to make changes to their kiosks in response to the Bibliocore upgrade.  Tracy Rupany from Vernon mentioned that they were using Porteus Kiosk and were happy with that.  No other libraries mentioned plans to change their catalogs in response to this change.  Bob Barth indicated that he’d look into any recommendations from Bibliocommons.
Molly Wilson at Wauconda asked a question about alternatives to using Splashtop for remote access to staff desktop computers.  The primary suggested alternative was to use VPN.
Michael Pocrnich from Wilmette asked which libraries are using Duo (a two-factor authentication solution).  Kevin Stringer at Huntley indicated that they are implementing Duo Mobile.  Isaac Salgado also indicated that Waukegan Public Library has been using Duo.
A question from Smruti Savarkar from Warren-Newport was relayed asking what libraries are using for catalogs.  The libraries that replied indicated either Chromebooks or small desktop computers.
A question relayed from Brian Wilson from Lincolnwood asked what vendors libraries are using for electronics recycling, and suggested that the category be added to the vendor spreadsheet.  Several libraries provided the names of the companies they use.
There was a call for volunteers to fill the vice chair and secretary vacancies which are to be voted on at the June meeting.
